Eurovision: Interview Vocabulary

Prepare for an interview in the Green Room. The interviewer may use cue cards.

Please ensure that every band answers questions. Practise asking and answering questions to sound
as spontaneous as possible. The interview may be recorded, so be prepared for answering the
questions. Remember, you are excited to be part of Eurovision!

NOTE: When you talk to someone directly who you don’t know or someone who is older than you or
to simply show someone respect in a formal situation, you must use the formal (polite) form of the
verb. In the formal form, the singular and plural form is the same. Instead of ‘du/ihr’ (you), you say
‘Sie’. Instead of dein/euer (your), you say ‘lhr’. The verb ending in the formal form is ‘-en’. For
example: “Wo wohnen Sie?” is the polite form for “Wo wohnst du?“ or “Wo wohnt ihr?“.
